It was a blessing for us to be able to travel some
and worship in several congregations.

On January 26™ we arrived early at the air-

f port to avoid any problems with security and our first
stop at the “self check-in” kiosk was not very encour-
aging. We could not be found by name, ticket num-
ber or frequent flyer number, but | am happy to say
that that was the last of our problems. The ticket
agent quickly found us and we were on our way to as
perfect a trip as one can have.

With perfect connections and all luggage intact, we arrived on time in Donetsk and
were met by Rita and Pasha. There was snow on the ground and temperatures in the high
20’s. That was cold, but nothing to compare with the -20 which Donetsk had while we were
away. All three cats met us at the door and seemed pleased to have us home again.

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Sunday was a great day. We were greeted warmly by our Christian family here in Proletarsky. Most of our mem-
bers survived the extreme cold very well and most were able to avoid the flu. We were given a discount on the gas
bill, so our building is nice and warm. We thank God for that.

Our preacher, Sasha Mitrofanov, called the day we got home wanting to meet with us about the Food for the
Needy program. As you know, we have been providing food for 50 people whose monthly incomes are in the $100-
$200 range. Sasha told us that he was short on money for February because prices had gone up drastically in the 6
weeks we were gone. Sugar, one of the 12 items we buy, went from 8 gr. ($1.00) for a kilo to || gr. ($1.38). That
brought the total from $330 a month to about $430. Of course the incomes have not kept up with inflation.

We will have a second presidential election on Sunday the 7% of February. Both candidates promise to ease the
inflation, but we all know how that goes. Most Ukrainians will be happy for a change in the government, but no one
seems very excited about either candidate.

While in Memphis we had Viktor’s eyes checked and found that he has cataracts, which need to be removed. Mon-
day we spent the day in the doctor’s office doing the preliminary work to get the job done. He is scheduled to have
his left eye done on February 20™ and the right on March 6™. The doctors are from Kiev and Kharkov and only here
on Saturday and Sunday. The eye clinic is very nice, modern and clean, almost like American clinics, except for the
price. He will have both eyes done for about $1600. Add a zero and you have near the price for mine five years ago;
however, people here don’t have insurance to help with the costs. Many people talk
about how medical treatment was free under communism, but they also didn’t have
the services which are available now. Please pray that all will go well so Viktor will
be ready to plant his garden in April.

It was good to be back with the ladies on Tuesday. We had 10 here, in spite of the
snow and rain. They met while we were gone, even when the temperatures were in
the -20’s. | thank God that they want to be together and study His Word.

We plan to get Vitya on Saturday. He says he has been doing well in school and
has stayed well. We look forward to seeing him.

If you have not heard the news, my mom, Clemmie, was able to leave the conva-
lescent center in Miss. and is now back in Memphis with daddy. We are thankful to
God for her recovery and pray that she and daddy will enjoy their golden years to- Daddy, Clemmie, Lynn, &
gether.
