While we would be delighted with such 
news, it does not reflect what we are ex-
periencing.  Most sources currently esti-
mate less than 100 congregations, count-
ing old and new, in the country of 
Ukraine.    4ÉÍÅÓ ÁÒÅ ÔÏÕÇÈ ÆÏÒ ÔÈÅ ,ÏÒÄȭÓ 
church, perhaps more so than at any time 
since Ukraine became independent in 
1991.      
  

We do appreciate the work EEM has 
done in Ukraine.   Every congregation in 
Ukraine has benefited directly in some 
way from their efforts.   Their goal of 
providing additional Bibles to schools in 
Donetsk is admirable.  However, we do 
not want to leave the false impression 
that the church is thriving in 
Ukraine.  With an increased standard of 
living has come a decreased interest in 
spiritual matters.  Many congregations 
have seen decreases in membership and 
church-related educational facilities 
have experienced declines in enroll-
ment.  With this being the case, more 
than ever we appreciate your continued
