They range from ages 0 

to 6.  Our ladies have enjoyed time together while working on the bears.  

We hope to present them to the children one day this week.

three boys from the Sunday school 

class  come for fun, games and 

pizza.  This class is being taught by 

Pasha Piserov.

He has 

moved to Kiev to work.  We are happy that he is attending worship faith-

fully there, but will greatly miss him here.  Pasha was brought to the Lord 

by his aunt, Svetlana, who has been a member of the Proletarsky congre-

gation for a number of years.
